self-regulation - the ability to regulate emotions and remain resilient, for example, not to be subject
to temper tantrums and to be able to survive reasonable set backs

empathy — being able to imagine things from another person’s perspective, to under  stand where
they are coming from

persistence - being able to stick at things even when they are difficult (For a detailed summary
of the research please refer to Jen Lexmond and Richard Reeves (2009) Building Character Lon

don: Demos)

ents play a significant role through setting high aspirations for their child, which they transmit to their child.
Further to this, is the important influence of time spent in the company of parents who are life-long learners
and demonstrate their own interest in learning new things.
